As many of you may know, I have been working for a long time to secure the donation of the Air-
craft Carrier, USS Ranger to convert my old ship into a museum on the west coast. As part of the
effort, I was contacted by another former crewman, Bruce Pairman of South Carolina. He had built
a model of the ship, and was donating it to the effort. Mary and I drove to his house from Florida to
pick it up. I don’t know whether the thumbs up on [-95 were for the Rampside, Model or both.

I had a small utility trailer to donate and make the model into a parade float. I promised the crew
members I would deliver it to our reunion in San Antonio, before forwarding it on to Oregon. With
a week to go before Texas, I flew back from Oregon and had a hitch installed on my Sebring con-
vertible.
